The purpose of this RFl is to identify interest from industry, non-profits, building consultants,
public agencies, utilities, program administrators and other stakeholders on demonstrations of
building technology packages that will scale to national reductions in building energy
consumption. EERE is particularly interested in teams that demonstrate technology packages
that build off of the current High Impact Technology Priority List,
http://energy.gov/eere/buildings/high-impact-technology-catalyst, and/or outcomes of
previous demonstration projects, simulation analyses and/or existing BTO research and
development (R&D) investments in envelope retrofits and multi-system, interoperable controls.
EERE prefers strategic teams including a technology provider, utility, and deployment lead that
represent large portfolios of buildings. These teams will be able to rapidly initiate and complete
the demonstrations in less than three years with a clear, strategic path to broad adoption
(including regulatory approval where appropriate).
